1. What type of translation is involved when verbal signs are substituted with non-verbal signs? (02 p.)

The intersemiotic translation
2. What is the difference between short consecutive interpreting and long consecutive interpreting? (02 p.)

In Short consecutive interpreting the interpreter translates short segments of speech and doesn’t need to take
notes, whereas in long consecutive interpreting the translator translates lon,g segments and relies on taking notes.

3. In what ways was statistical machine translation considered superior to rule-based machine translation? (02 p.)

Statistical Machine Translation was seen as better because it learns from large amounts of data, manages
ambiguity using probabilities, and adapts easily to new domains without relying on many hand-crafted rules
unlike rule-based Machine Translation.

4. How does the Skopos influence the translation process? (02 p.)

The Skopos determinies the purpose and function of the target text, which guides the translator’s choices of
strategies, style, and level of fidelity (Literalness and the degree of cultural adaptation).
Translation decisions are therefore made to best achieve the intended communicative goal for the target audience.
