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1.Urban planning is :

“a set of practices aimed at organizing land use and guiding the growth of cities through legal, technical,
and economic instruments, with the objective of ensuring coherence between social needs, development
requirements, and environmental protection.”

Urban planning is described as a **prospective activity** integrating morphological, functional, social,
economic, and environmental dimensions.

2. Objectives of Urban Planning

*. Organizing urban growth and preventing disorder.

* Improving the functional performance of cities.

*. Achieving socio-spatial balance and fair distribution of services.

*. Guiding public investment with a long-term vision.

*. Protecting natural resources and landscapes.

*. Ensuring adaptation to demographic and economic changes.

3. Main Outputs of Urban Planning

*. Official planning documents (Master plans, Land-use plans).

* Regulatory instruments (Urban planning regulations).

* Urban renewal and redevelopment projects.
